Disassembly
1. Remove the top rocker covers, breather, and rocker arm support plate, per H-D® service manual, for the year of motorcycle you will be

installing JIMS® rocker covers on to. 
2. Remove lower rocker housing bolts and gasket from the head. Wipe all oil residues and remove all gasket material from the gasket sur-

face and clean the gasket surface with lacquer thinner. (Both head & lower rocker box) 
Valve Spring/Collar to Rocker Box Clearance
1. You need to do a clearance check for both front & rear rocker boxes. Measure the clearance between the top collar & valve spring and

the rocker cover with a feeler gauge. The minimum should be .060”. See picture 1 and 2. 
2. Install the JIMS® rocker housing screws Per H-D service manual. If more clearance is needed, file to remove just enough rocker box metal

to gain the needed .060 Valve spring clearance. Note: wash all filings from box after clearancing. 
Installation
1. Prepare the threads of the JIMS® rocker housing screws with mild thread locking compound (follow mfg. application instructions). 
2. Install the JIMS® rocker housing screws Per H-D® service manual. Note: JIMS® rocker box screws No.2045 are special length and should

not be mixed. See Fig. 2
3. Replace the rocker support plate assembly and breather assembly with new gaskets or complete plastic assembly depending on year.

Per H-D® service manual. 
4. Note: Hydraulic lifters may require a few minutes to bleed down after the rocker box assembly is installed. DO NOT rotate the engine

until the pushrods can be turned with your finger. 
5. Prepare the rocker cover for installment per H-D® service manual. 
6. Extend the pushrod covers and install the retainer clips. 
7. Repeat this procedure for Rear head.                                                                                                                                    
8. Start the motorcycle and carefully check for gas and oil leaks.
