
Vice Mount sprocket shaft flywheel holder
Use on 2006 to PRESENT DYNA’s and all 2007 to PRESENT Big Twins
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CAUTION: Wear safety glasses. Excessive force may damage parts!

The last tools you will ever need to buy.
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Use to hold flywheels in vice by the sprock-
et shaft without causing damage to splines.
Can be used to prevent flywheels from
turning at the time of disassembly and
assembly of engines. This can be used for
checking case clearances when building
stroker motors or checking valve to valve
clearances. Clamp tool in vise using the
two flats on bottom of tool as shown.

WARNING: Always disconnect the Battery Ground Cable (at the battery) or pull maxi fuse. to prevent injury. Your work area should be
well lit. Wear safety glasses (over your eyes) and protective clothing when working around power tools and compressed air. Be careful
with chemicals when cleaning parts. Protect your skin from solvents and use only in a well-ventilated area. Degreasers are flammable
and are a fire hazard. Just use common sense and exercise good judgement.
